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A few words from the president 
 

Hi Northeast Chapter! 

I hope you are as excited as I am that spring is 

underway. We had our first field trip of the season this 

past Saturday and learned some winter tree ID features 

while visiting the Sagawau Environmental Learning 

Center in Lemont. I’d like to say a special thanks to the 

naturalist staff at SELC for allowing us to host our 

workshop and hike on site and for their help in 

determining a route that would have us pass so many tree 

species. It was a beautiful day out and in addition to 

seeing a diversity of tree species, we saw some spring 

wildflowers coming up. Later in this newsletter you can 

see photos taken during our hike of marsh marigold 

(Caltha palustris), sharp-lobed hepatica (Hepatica 

acutiloba), and skunk cabbage (Symplocarpus foetidus) 

all in bloom, and I remember seeing Virginia bluebells 

(Mertensia virginica) and cutleaf toothwort (Dentaria 

laciniata) blooming, too. 

Seeing some of those early spring wildflowers 

coming up made me even more excited that we’ve got 

another native plant walk scheduled at a site that usually 

has a nice wildflower display of its own this time of 

year… On Saturday, April 30 at 1 PM, Forest Preserve 

District of Kane County restoration technician, Patrick 

Chess, is going to lead us on a hike through Johnson’s 

Mound Forest Preserve in Elburn. Having lived in a 

house on site at Johnson’s Mound for over three years 

while I was working at FPDKC, I can attest to its 

beautiful array of wildflowers and I think late April will 

be a great time to catch a bunch of them blooming. Aside 

from the botanical interest of the site, it is interesting in 

that the Illinois Nature Preserve portion of the site is a 

huge glacial kame deposited about 10,000 years ago. I’m 

very much looking forward to returning to this cool 

preserve. We’ll send out a more detailed trip 

announcement via email and our Facebook page 

sometime soon and hopefully you can join us! 

With this being such a nice time of year to get out 

and enjoy some of our area’s native plants, we’re hoping 

to add at least one more field trip to our April calendar. 

We haven’t figured it out yet but I’m thinking we’ll be 

shooting for the weekend of April 16/17. We’re also in 

the process of figuring out trip destinations for May. For 

any trips we end up planning we’ll get you that info as 

soon as possible so you can plan accordingly.
